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Our Summary

For Buyers
We said it last month and say it again, the affordability of homes has begun to dissipate. With home values maintaining or slowly increasing and
mortgage rates increasing, the cost to buy a home has begun its march up.
= When rates were 4% last year, on a $200k home your monthly payment was around $763 per month. At 5% your payment is about $858.
= Another way to look at this is your monthly payment of $763 used to buy you a $200k home. At 5% you can only afford a $180k home.
= Additionally, many mortgage banks are now hiking their prices on things like PMI or MIP, which now costs buyers an extra $20 per month for
every $100k on their loan.

For Sellers

It seems the market has calmed down and there is not as much competition as in the past...yay! However only 10% of homes on the market are
actually selling and 25% (a very conservative estimate) of those are distressed sale (foreclosures, short sales).

Since the number of distressed sales is so high, you are competing with them. The easiest ways to compete with distressed sales include make your
home shine, offer mortgage rate buy downs or make it easy to close. Also, you must make it easy to show your home. Buyers are impulsive and if
they are driving by and want to see your home, it may be your only chance.

“Recovery to Normalcy” - Dr Yun, regarded as one of the 10 Most Influential Economists in the country visited town last month and spoke about
getting back to normal. It was intriguing he considered normal not what we saw in the real estate market in the early 2000’s but what we saw in the
90’s before government incentives bloated the % of Americans who owned their homes.

He called this downturn the Great Recession as unemployment levels are not high enough to consider this a depression. The difference from this
recession when compared to those in the past is usually recovery begins 12-18 months, we’ve been in this for 2+ years. The cure for our economic
downturn is jobs. What is interesting with this is Corporate America saw its greatest profits in the past 10 years but they are holding onto their cash.
Usually when corporations make profits they reinvest in themselves including the hiring of more employees. Our government must figure out what
they need to do (or maybe not do) to raise the confidence of these companies so they begin to hire.

Another great opportunity is the US Dollar. It continues to be the currency of the world. It is the only currency people literally hide under their
mattresses everywhere around the world as they still have more confidence in it than any other form.

The great threats to our economy include inflation and the deficit. The Fed continues to monitor inflation and Dr Yun doesn’t seem to concerned
about it. The deficit is becoming a huge concern and must be addressed aggressively.
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
